Preston Center Pavilion seeks high-end retailers
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The winds of retail change are blowing over Preston Center Pavilion and will usher in subtle upgrades, including new signage for the center and parking structure. 

Houston-based Creekstone Partners and U.S. Advisor L.L.C. acquired the shopping center, located near the Dallas North Tollway and Northwest Highway, early this year. 
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About 45,000 square feet of space is available in the shopping center, which is anchored by a DSW Shoe Warehouse, Ross, Marshall's, CVS Pharmacy and Office Depot. 

Jim F. Jamerson, senior vice president with United Commercial Realty, is marketing the space and says the leasing strategy is now focused on attracting high-end retailers such as furniture stores and restaurants for a more diverse mix of tenants. 

Jamerson said he'll focus on retailers catering to nearby upscale residents and eateries that rely on heavy lunch traffic.
